Science cannot prove the Bible to be true, nor would God want it so. Dr. Einstein once said, “a thousand experiments can never prove me right, but one experiment can prove me wrong.” Where the Bible is consistent with modern science there lies the question – will the next example also be consistent? However, one example of modern science in conflict with the Bible could in effect prove the Bible 'wrong' for us and could potentially ruin our faith. God wants us to come to him by faith (Heb 11:6). Not a blind faith but one based on reason and evidence. The Bible was never intended as a science book, yet it is incredibly scientifically accurate. All established scientific evidence is compatible with the Bible. I have listed but a few below.

Physics/Chemistry

The Bible describes the suspension of the Earth in space. “He spreads out the northern skies over empty space; he suspends the earth over nothing,” Job 26:7. This was in absolute contrast to other ancient peoples’ ideas of Earth being suspended on the shoulders of a Giant (Atlas), or afloat in a celestial sea. At this time the Hindus believed that the earth was supported on the backs of immense elephants, which stood on the shell of a great cosmic turtle which then swam around in the "cosmic sea." Amazingly, these words in Job, were written in about 1500 BC!

The Bible described the shape of the earth centuries before people thought that the earth was spherical. “It is He who sits above the circle of the earth, and its inhabitants are like grasshoppers, who stretches out the heavens like a curtain, and spreads them out like a tent to dwell in,” Isaiah 40:22. The Hebrew word translated "circle” here indicates something spherical, rounded, or arched—not something that is flat or square. The book of Isaiah was written sometime between 740 and 680 BC. This is at least 300 years before Aristotle suggested that the earth might be a sphere. The Bible never claims that the Earth is flat, or that it is the centre of the universe, both of which were common ideas in the ancient world up until just a few hundred years ago.

Ecology/Earth Science/Meteorology/Climatology??

The Bible describes the convection currents in the atmosphere. “The wind goes toward the south, and turns around to the north; the wind whirls about continually, and comes again on its circuit,” Ecclesiastes 1:6. The reference to ‘comes again’ established the idea of repetitious convection current – over and over. The Bible says that air has weight. “To make the weight for the winds; and he weighs the waters by measure,” Job 28:25. The fact that air has weight was only proven scientifically some 3000 years after these words were written. Some versions however translate this as “force of the winds.”
The Bible includes a reasonably complete description of the water cycle. “He causes the vapors to ascend from the ends of the earth; He makes lightning for the rain; He brings the wind out of His treasuries,” Psalm 135:7. In these verses you can see several phases of the water cycle—the processes of evaporation, translation of water by atmospheric circulation, condensation with electrical discharges, and precipitation as rain. “For He draws up drops of water, which distill as rain from the mist, which the clouds drop down and pour abundantly on man? Indeed, can anyone understand the spreading of clouds, the thunder from His canopy?” Job 36:27-29. This simple verse has remarkable scientific insight. The drops of water, which eventually pour down as rain, first become vapor and then condense to tiny liquid water droplets in the clouds. These finally coalesce into drops large enough to overcome the updrafts that suspend them in the air. The Bible also describes the recycling of water – rivers to the sea, evaporation, rain and more rivers to the sea. “All the rivers run into the sea, yet the sea is not full; to the place from which the rivers come, there they return again,” Ecclesiastes 1:7 

Biology/Biochemistry

The book of Leviticus describes the essence of mammalian blood, “for the life of a creature is in the blood,” Leviticus 17:11. Science confirmed the life supporting nature of blood some 3000 years later.

It had long been thought by generations of scientists that birds of prey, such as eagles and falcons, located their prey by means of an acute sense of smell. However it has since then been discovered that this is false. Instead, ornithologists have determined that such birds have remarkable vision capabilities. In fact, it has been discovered that while some such birds are diving to catch their prey, the shape of the cornea varies during the descent, enabling it to maintain a perfect focus. In about 1500 BC, Job 28:7 makes note of the falcon's excellent vision and in Job 39:27-29 it states that the eagle looks down from an inaccessible cliff, and spies out its prey "from afar." 

The book of Genesis claims that man was created out of the dust of the ground. Up until 100 years ago, many ridiculed this as ‘flesh’ has different constituents than dust. “And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being,” Genesis 2:7 and “in the sweat of your face you shall eat bread. Till you return to the ground, for out of it you were taken; for dust you are, and to dust you shall return,” Genesis 3:19. In the last 100 years we have discovered that there are only 92 elements, all found in dust and man. Both dirt and human flesh are made of identical particles – quarks, leptons, and gauge bosons. 
Astronomy

In the years 161-126 BC, the ‘first astronomer’,Hiparchus, counted the number of stars in the heavens and put the number at 1,080. This number was considered to be fairly accurate 300 years later when Ptolemy announced that the number was more like 1,056. This was the best guess in ancient times. It wasn't until the invention of the telescope that people realized that the number of the stars was huge; in the countless millions. The Bible didn't make the mistake of saying that the number was merely a few hundred or thousand. In about 600 BC, the prophet Jeremiah says the number is, "countless as the stars of the sky and measureless as the sand on the seashore," Jer. 33:22. Also, from the year 1500 BC, the same concept comes from Genesis 22:17. And this is correct because we now estimate the number of stars to be approximately 1026, which may also be a fair estimate of the number of the grains of sand on all the earth's sea-shores. But the actual number is 'countless' as it is impossible for us to attempt to count it precisely. However God, who is infinite in knowledge, knows the exact number. As the Bible says, "He determines the number of the stars and calls them each by name," Psalm 147:4. 

Cosmology 

It is now well established that the universe is expanding, i.e. every group of galaxies is getting further apart from the centre and from all the other galaxies. In fact, the rate of expansion is increasing. It’s sort of like spots on the surface of an inflating balloon. There are about nine biblical references to this, "He alone stretches out the heavens and treads on the waves of the sea," Job 9:8; "He stretches out the heavens like a tent," Psalm 104:2; "He stretches out the heavens like a canopy, and spreads them out like a tent to live in," Isa. 40:22; "the Lord your Maker, who stretched out the heavens," Isa. 51:13 are just some of them. Notice that Isaiah 51:13 says God stretched the heavens out in the past but most of those verses declare that He still "stretches" the universe out today, just like science has found!
Now, if we reverse the film on the expanding universe and go way back, we would end up with all the matter in the universe located in a small pin point, which would be the beginning point. Such a "beginning" is compatible with what is presented in the Bible. The Bible starts out by saying, "In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth," Genesis 1:1. So, we have a "beginning" to the universe.

The belief in the one God who created the universe is not incompatible with good science but rather fits comfortably with what we find about our universe. To the best of our present knowledge, God created the universe about 13,800,000,000 years ago, from nothing. How could He create something from nothing? Every schoolchild knows the law of 'conservation of energy and of mass,' that energy and mass cannot be created or destroyed; the basic laws of science forbid something being created from nothing. Or do they?
In the late 1920's, a young German physicist, Werner Heisenberg, mathematically came across the most astounding result. No matter how precisely we measure a system, we can never perfectly know all of its details. The uncertainty in our energy measurements ((E), multiplied by our uncertainty in our time measurements ((t), is always greater than or equal to a fixed amount (1.055 x 10-34).

Let’s consider a simple example.

Imagine that
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 let’s consider some possibilities;
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notice that as the uncertainty in time heads to zero, the uncertainty in energy becomes infinitely huge.

Now imagine that TIME HAS NOT YET BEGUN. There is no uncertainty in time. If
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=0, the uncertainty in energy approaches infinity. So there may be no universe, or an infinite universe, and still obey the Laws of Quantum Mechanics.

At the time of the Big bang, both space and time were created. “Before” this – only God existed.

In Genesis 1:1, the Hebrew word for "created" ("bara") means a "creation from nothing," as something is brought into existence. A start from nothing, is a very good description of the Big Bang. 

This same concept is brought out again in Hebrews 11:3 which declares that "the universe was formed at God's command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was visible." The original starting-point for the universe was invisible, and had zero volume --just as the Bible teaches... as no other ancient writing does. 

Furthermore: Matter, 3-dimensional space, and even time itself did not exist before the Big Bang; (when God created them). Here it is fascinating to note: 1Corinthians 2:7, 2Timothy 1:9, and Titus 1:2 indicate that time itself, with all its eons and ages, had a "beginning." ---NO other ancient literature (besides the Bible) states that time had a beginning! 
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
